The term PAC stands for “political action 
committee.”  A PAC is a vehicle that can 
provide groups of people with similar 
interests and political goals the opportunity 
to pool their financial resources to assist 
politicians with the same goals to help 
finance their campaigns.  PAC history dates 
back to 1905 when President Theodore 
Roosevelt recognized the need to control 
corporate contributions for political 
purposes.  Further need for reform prompted 
the formation of the Federal Election 
Commission (FEC) who continues to 
monitor political contributions today.
